Viticulturists Will and John Hugo

The hallmark of the Hugo range is the Hugo Shiraz. Due to the unique location of the Hugo estate at
the foothills of McLaren Vale conditions are markedly cooler due to the elevation and gully breezes.
This results in a longer ripening period and a more elegant McLaren Vale shiraz with great
intensity of flavor's, mouthfeel & complexity. Select parcels are taken at optimal ripeness from the
Hugo Estate with careful barrel selection used to create the final blend.

HUGO Shiraz 2021

Tasting Note Vibrant plum, violets & blueberry with soft yet
generous mouthfeel which will continue to develop.

Vintage The 2021 growing season started with a wet winter and
spring followed by a mild and dry summer. With no heat spikes
and lower temperatures throughout summer, ripening was slow
and gradual allowing the fruit to develop intensity of flavour. A
truly special vintage in McLaren Vale.

Vineyard HUGO Estate grown Shiraz from 3 blocks planted by
the Hugo family in 1969, 1972 & 1988 on the elevated Hugo estate.
Single cordon with lift up foliage wires.

Winemaking Portion of whole berries added to ferment to
maximise the aromatics and mouth feel. Fermented on skins for
10 days with gentle pump-overs, generally twice per day.

Maturation in 15% new, remainder 1-4 year old French oak
hogsheads & larger format French oak puncheons for 16 months.

Serve Beef fillet with horseradish & prosciutto or T– Bone steak
